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A Municipalities face many problems related to the
disposal of their organic wastes. Even after a green
bin separation program has been implemented they
still have to ship the waste in order to dispose of it.
The Zero Waste presentation will explain how local
green waste, both municipal and commercial (grocery
stores, food processors etc.), can be used In
scalable, high-output anaerobic digesters to convert
the solids into 70% biomethane by volume.

A This biomethane can be purified to pipeline quality
and used directly in stationary power applications or
compressed and dispensed for use in municipal fleet
vehicles ranging from converted light duty vehicles to
refuse and transit vehicles.
